The institution must be accredited and offer a degree or certificate
program that is recognized by the British Columbia Ministry of Advanced Education
and/or CanLearn (Government of Canada).

Eligibility

Any grade 12 student graduating from a secondary school, who has been an active
member of the Juan de Fuca Skating Club for at least five years, is eligible. The
successful candidate will have contributed to the Juan de Fuca Skating Club for at least
two years by volunteer work (i.e. Program Assistant, partnering, helping with ice shows,
competitions, etc.). The candidate must have volunteered on a regular basis in the year
the scholarship is being applied for. A letter confirming volunteer activity must be
included in the application.

2. a transcript of the candidate’s grade 11 marks and all the marks assigned during
the grade 12 year.

3. at least two letters of reference, one of which must be from a skating coach and
one from a teacher.

4. confirmation of volunteer involvement with the JDFSC for a minimum of 2 years

including the year of application (this information may be part of the letter of
reference from the coach).

5. confirmation of registration at an approved institution
